
Talk-it-OUT! is an inquiry-based theatre workshop program that  
teaches students how to use interactive theatre performance to 
foster discussion and enhance the community’s awareness of social 
justice issues. Iskashitaa Refugee Network is an intergenerational 
network of volunteers and UN refugees who locate, harvest, and 
redistribute local produce which would otherwise go to waste. IRN 
creates opportunities to integrate UN refugees into the Southern 
Arizona community while educating the public, strengthening the local 
food system, reducing local food waste, and increasing food security.
